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1 Introduction

1.1

These parking guidelines are SUPPLEMENTARY PLANNING
GUIDANCE, prepared by the Borough of Poole to help implement
the policies in the Poole Local Plan and the Local Transport Plan.
They replace the previous Poole Guidance on Parking, issued in June
1995, and the Parking Guidelines issued by the Highway Authority
in January 1997. References to Local Plan policies refer to the Poole
Local Plan First Alteration .

These guidelines will be used by officers and the Council's Planning
Committee in determining planning applications in relation to Policy
T11 of the Adopted Poole Local Plan First Alteration.

2 Objectives of this Guidance

2.1 This guidance on parking provision will be a major contribution to

achieving the objectives of the Local Plan and the Local Transport
Plan. Compared to previous guidance there has been a general
reduction in recommended car parking provision in new
development for most land uses, with the exception of office
development in the town centre. These guidelines now allow for
some staff and visitor car parking in the town centre whereas the
guidance this replaces allowed operational parking only.

2.2 Key objectives of the new guidance are:

* providing developers with much more flexibility and choice

* promoting suitable levels of shared car parking provision on
intensive mixed use development in Poole town centre and
lower levels of provision on other sites close to public transport
nodes and local centres (where there are no adverse traffic
impacts).

* discouraging over provision of car parking

* encouraging parking provision for powered two-wheelers
(P2W) and bicycles

* promoting a variety of design in residential areas, in accordance
with 'Places, Streets and Movement'.

* ensuring the safety of highway users and users of the
development

* improving standards of access for people with mobility
difficulties

2.2 This guidance mutually supports other Plans and policies within the

Borough and conurbation. Implementation of this guidance will:

* Contribute towards the Borough of Poole's Transportation Policy
framework including 'reducing the environmental impact of
travel and promoting community health'. See Appendix E.

e Contribute to Local Plan targets to limit climate change and
promote more sustainable patterns of travel.

* Help meet LTP targets for road traffic reduction.
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* Help meet the LTP objective to double cycle usage by the year 3.1
2002, using 1992 as a base, and then to double them again
by 2012.

e To contribute to the infrastructure necessary to provide a
conurbation-wide network of safe cycle routes.

The Borough of Poole has considerable scope to promote more
sustainable patterns of travel. In its capacity as both Highway
Authority and Local Planning Authority the Council has responsibility
for the management of parking controls and pursuing the provision
of appropriate levels of parking in new development. The way that
the Council exercises its powers in this respect can play an important
role in achieving the targets and objectives in the Local Transport
Plan and the Poole Local Plan.

The Bournemouth, Dorset and Poole Structure Plan has sustainable
development as its guiding principle, and a key part of its strategy is
'to provide opportunities to meet travel needs in ways which minimise
environmental damage and costs, provide maximum choice, and
improve safety'. An extract from the Transportation chapter of the
Structure Plan is given in Appendix A.

Policy G is the relevant parking policy in the Structure Plan:

‘MAXIMUM  AND OPERATIONAL MINIMUM PARKING
REQUIREMENTS FOR DEVELOPMENT WILL BE ESTABLISHED AT A
STRATEGIC LEVEL AND WILL BE APPLIED THROUGH LOCAL PLANS.
PARKING REQUIREMENTS ASSOCIATED WITH NEW DEVELOPMENT
WILL REFLECT THE LEVEL OF ACCESSIBILITY BY ALL MEANS OF
TRANSPORT. WHEN SEEKING TO LIMIT THE LEVEL OF NON-
OPERATIONAL CAR PARKING WITHIN NEW DEVELOPMENT
PROVISION WILL BE MADE FOR MEASURES WHICH ENCOURAGE
AND SUPPORT ALTERNATIVE MEANS OF ACCESS OTHER THAN
THE PRIVATE CAR

The Borough of Poole needs to discourage 'unrestrained' use of the
car, to prevent congestion and pollution, particularly to locations
that are well served by public transport. This is achieved through
some of the following mechanisms:

* Promoting sensible car use (e.g., car sharing, avoiding peaks)
through the TRAVELWISE Campaign;

* Ensuring Long Stay (commuter) parking is relatively highly priced
compared to short-stay parking (for shoppers and visitors);

* Placing conditions on planning applications for new privately
owned Central Area public car parks in order to ensure the
Coundil's Parking Strategy is not undermined;

* Promoting the provision of cycle and motorcycle (P2W) parking,
particularly at work place destinations and locations that will
help to widen the choice of travel modes for residents, visitors
and commuters; and

* Promoting the implementation of Travel Plans for occupiers of
major new developments (Travel Plans SPG being drafted,
February 2002).

The car parking strategy is set out in section 5.10 of the
Bournemouth, Poole and Christchurch Local Transport Plan 2000.
This details how neighbouring highways authorities in the
conurbation should manage travel demand through on and off-
street parking management, Parking Restraint Areas and pricing
strategies.

The Borough's Parking Strategy is in line with wider National and
Regional planning advice which is summarised below:

Planning Policy Guidance Note 13 (PPG13). Local authorities should
use parking controls and charges, park and ride, traffic management
schemes and travel demand management as instruments to
encourage alternatives to the car. Availability of parking has a great
influence on the mode of travel used for journeys. Reducing the
amount of parking in new development is essential in promoting
more sustainable alternative travel choices. The alternatives, however,
should also be improved, including more and better cycle parking
and cycle routes and improvement measures to key bus routes.
PPG13 also provides new national maximum car parking standards,
for some types of land-use.

Local authorities are advised to apply maximum parking standards
for car parking and not impose minimum requirements for parking.
Authorities should, however, seek minimum standards for cycle
parking. Local authority parking standards should:

e Ensure the levels of parking provision promote travel choices;

* Not require developers to provide more spaces than they wish
provided road safety issues can be met;

* Encourage shared use of parking spaces between uses that
have different demand for spaces during the day (eg office/
cinemay);

* Avoid 'perverse incentives' for development to locate outside
of town centres through the application of more relaxed
standards outside town centres; and

* Require convenient cycle parking in new development at levels
consistent with the LTP cycle strategy.

To help encourage travel by more sustainable modes, PPG13 advises
local authorities to seek Travel Plans with major new development
schemes. Through planning obligations and/or conditions local
authorities should seek to limit the number and impact of motorised
Jjourneys. Instead provision for more sustainable modes, such as
walking, bus, cycling should be made where possible. Travel Plans
offer users of a business or organisation a choice of travel modes to
and from the site and encourage more sustainable patterns of
movement. The Council has adopted Supplementary Planning
Guidance on Travel Plans (April 2003).

PPG6. Local authorities should ensure they have a ‘comprehensive
strategy and set of policies for the provision and management of
parking designed to reinforce the attractiveness and competitiveness
of the town centre'. Agreement on parking standards should be
sought at the Regional level and town centre locations should not
be disadvantaged by an over-provision of parking at out of town
locations. Long-term commuter parking in town centre locations
should be discouraged in favour of short term visitors such as
shoppers. Appendix B contains the relevant explanation from the
Local Transport Plan.

PPG3. 'Local authorities should review their standards for residential
parking provision and aim to ensure an average of 1.5 spaces per
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dwelling is not exceeded. Lower provision should be encouraged in
more central locations and in housing for low car-owning groups.
‘This advice had led to a lack of clarity both nationally and locally on
interpretation of residential car parking maxima. This has now been
clarified further through the following ministerial statement which
was issued in July 2003:

"Removing barriers: flexibility on car parking

With the right parking policies it is possible to increase densities,
reduce pressures on the countryside and produce more sustainable
developments. PPG3 advises that car parking standards that result,
onaverage, in development with more than 1.5 off-street car parking
spaces per dwelling are unlikely to reflect the Government's emphasis
on securing sustainable residential environments. This does not mean
the Government expects all dwellings in all new developments to
have 1.5 parking spaces. The policy envisages an average over a
local authority's area.

The Government accepts that parking needs vary. There will be locations
and housing types where significantly lower levels of off-street parking
can be sought. But for family housing, and in rural locations where
there is heavier reliance on the private car, higher levels of car parking
may be appropriate. This is why PPG3 advises that parking polices
should be framed with good design in mind, and recognise that car
ownership varies with income, age, household type, and the type of
housing and its location. To help the development of appropriate
standards, the Government will carry out research to consider how
varying levels of car parking can be achieved in ways consistent with
its policy on sustainable residential environments."

The Council concurs with this statement and believes that the best
designs for residential development result from applying the principles
of 'Places Streets and Movement' and not by over-restriction of car
parking space for residents. Whilst an average of 1.5 spaces per
dwelling will be sought through this guidance, there may be special
circumstances where provision over this maxima is appropriate for
residential development (see paras 4.11-4.16).

Regional Planning Guidance for the South West. The Regional
Transport Strategy for the South West sets a strategic transportation
framework for Local Transport Plans and Development Plans. The
RPG is similar to guidance in PPG 13, but includes regional parking
maxima for more land use types. (See Table 4.1) It also applies these
car parking maxima to smaller developments than PPG 13. Clear
guidance on accessibility standards is given, to ensure that poor
locations for development are not permitted. Where development
is appropriate, the regional guidance aims to ensure that the majority
of potential users have a choice of mode of travel to the site.

The RPG for the South West identifies the Bournemouth-Poole
conurbation as having further capacity for growth, although
recognises that outward expansion is limited by its Green Belt and
other conservation designations. Within the limits of the conurbation
there is potential for higher density development, particularly on
brownfield sites in the Central Area of Poole. Major housing and
commercial developments in these areas will inevitably create the
demand for more trips. Proportionately fewer of these, however,
should be car borne when compared to less sustainable Green Field
development expansion.

Local Transport Plan Proposals. Unlike smaller towns and rural
areas in the South West Region, there is relatively good access to
the central area of Poole through a range of travel modes including
rail, bus, coach, and cycle. Further choice of mode will be provided
by the improvement of existing rail-based park and ride sites (such
as those proposed at Wareham and New Milton), new bus-based
park & ride sites at Marshes End and Mannings Heath, and a real-
time bus information system for bus passengers. Several
development agreements have been concluded which incorporate
financial contributions for local additions to this system. Both
National and Regional Planning Guidance establish car parking
maxima for new development, but encourage local authorities to
adopt parking standards below these maxima where local
circumstances allow.

Poole Local Plan First Alteration - Supplementary Planning Guidance
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3.14 There is a need to ensure there is a commensurate improvement of

facilities for walking, cycling and other alternative modes of travel.
The Bournemouth, Poole and Christchurch Local Transport Plan 2000
sets out short-term and long-term integrated Transport Targets for
the conurbation up to 201 1. The LTP sets out transportation priorities
including improvements to safety and security and implementation
of Park & Ride / widening travel choice. Local Plan policies T2 and T3,
and text supporting policy T13, identify the types of improvements
being sought in considering new proposals for development. Where
a proposed development is likely to generate a significant number
of trips the Council may require a Transport Assessment to be carried
out and active Travel Plans to manage and monitor the travel
behaviour of development users. (See para 4.18 examples 8 and 10)
The Council may use planning conditions which require car parking
provision to be reduced over agreed timescales in line with
improvements in accessibility for non-car modes of transport.

Parking Guidelines for the

MAXIMA FOR CAR PARKING

PPG13 sets out national maximum car parking standards for most
non-residential development types. Regional Planning Guidance for
the South West covers more development types, and suggests that
maximum standards can be applied even to very small developments.
In Poole, parking maxima are established within policy T11, and
detailed in the Appendices of the Poole Local Plan First Alteration
Adopted Plan. These maxima are established within the context of
PPG13 and Regional Planning Guidance. They are at, or slightly lower
than, the maxima within PPG13, and cover a wider range of land
use types, including housing. This document provides advice on
appropriate levels of car parking within the maxima established in
policy T11 of the Local Plan. It also establishes appropriate levels for
cycle and other forms of non car parking.

The maxima identified in Policy T11 are quoted at table 4.1, show
the maxima within the policy compared with those set in PPG13. It
can be seen that Poole standards are expressed in terms of ‘x spaces
per 1000m?" whereas s PPG13 uses ‘1 space per ym?’. Approximate
inverse equivalents to the PPG 13 and RPG figures are used in Table
4.1 so they can be easily compared to the Poole maxima. For
employee intensive land-uses (offices, factories and universities/
colleges) Poole has lower maxima in Parking Zones 1 and 2, which
are established and shown within the Local Plan. Parking Zone 1 is
the Town Centre core. Parking Zone 2 comprises Town Centre \{/est,
Parkstone/Civic Centre, County Gates and the University at
Wallisdown. Parking Zone 3 is the rest of Poole. Appendix D shows
these parking Zones within the context of the Borough. These
boundaries are shown more clearly on the Poole Local Plan First
Alteration Proposals Map. Parking zones 1 and 2 have controlled
on-street parking, often in the form of residents' parking schemes.
These on-street controls are likely to be extended during the Local
Plan period so that controlled on-street parking will then surround
PZ1 and 2. However, most of PZ3 is expected to remain uncontrolled,
as at present, although some of the local centres may require more
control of on-street parking spaces.

# These figures are thresholds, below which specific caution must be exercised. Proposals with provision below these thresholds must demonstrate that the development
can suitably function for 'car free' use or very low car use.
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4.3 Within Poole there is scope to have some geographical variation in
the level of maximum parking standards within the Borough,
particularly to discourage the over-provision of commuter parking
in the town centre. Such a framework is in line with the Local
Transport Plan strategy of encouraging a shift from car use to the
use of other modes of transport where alternatives exist.

4.4 PPG13 warns that adopting lower provision of car parking in town

centres may perversely encourage development elsewhere. This is a
particular concern for office development. However Structure Plan
Policy requires that all major office development (2000m?+) shall be
located in Bournemouth or Poole town centres or the Airport Site.
Development at the Airport s likely to be allocated more car parking

than would be sensible in the town centres, but substantial developer
contributions will be required for transport infrastructure and services.

Operational threshold guidelines are applied to assist developers
and are highlighted as 'Low Car' in Tables 4.1 & 4.2. These figures
are thresholds, below which specific caution must be exercised.
Proposals with provision below these thresholds must demonstrate
that the development can suitably function for ‘car free” use or low
car use. These thresholds should not be interpreted as minimum
Stanaards for parking provision.

Guidelines for Non-Car Modes

The guidelines for non-car modes of transport are quoted as minima
in Table 4.3, and may be exceeded. Provision for cycles and Powered
Two Wheelers (P2Ws) should be increased where car-parking provision
is low. Provision of excessive spaces for non-car modes are very unlikely,
and in any case would not generate significant traffic flows. Technical
guidance on appropriate dimensions for car parking (including disabled)
and cycle parking are given in Appendix C.

Separate marked spaces for cycles and P2W will not normally be set
out with houses, but for grouped parking provided with flats secure
parking for both modes will be required. Where car-free housing is
provided, specific provision for cycles will be an essential feature of
the development.

Where a site does not allow full provision for non-car parking, the
commuted payments system may be used to facilitate provision of
the development.

Disabled Parking Provision

Table 4.3 sets out minimum standards of disabled car parking
provision for non-residential uses. Where shared parking is provided
in residential development at least 10% of these spaces should be
provided to disabled dimensions (See Appendix C). Where dwelling
houses are provided with parking within curtilage, at least one of
the parking spaces should be to disabled parking dimensions or
allow practical access to the dwelling by a wheelchair user.

Summary of Approach

4.10 Tables 4.1 & 4.2 summarise all car parking guidelines, whilst all non-

car parking provision is shown in Table 4.3. These give developers
far more flexibility that the January 1997 guidelines. However, a
planning application with car parking provision within the range
shown will not always be acceptable, and the guidelines need to be
interpreted sensibly. The examples listed should help developers
understand the principles involved. Table 4.1 shows the guidelines
to be used for car parking provision for development below (and
above) the PPG13 threshold levels. There are no PPG 13 threshold
levels for B2 and B8 land uses, so Poole has adopted the B1 threshold
from PPG13, which is 2500m?. The guidelines in Tables 4.1 & 4.2 are
similar to those used by Bournemouth Borough Council.

Implementation of the Guidance

Mixed development is encouraged, especially in parking Zones 1 &
2, as it will often be possible to provide significantly less car parking
than the individual development elements would require. The car
parking maxima refer to off street spaces provided solely for users of
the development. Thus if a development includes a public car park
or on-street spaces, these may be permitted in addition to the
maxima quoted. An example is given below for offices in the town
centre ([example 7).

Levels of parking in residential development will be required to be
below the maxima identified in table 4.2. Exceptions will only be
allowed for provision above 3 spaces per dwelling in parking Zone 3
where the proposal is for large family housing (4 or more bedrooms
per dwelling).

The Council will seek an average provision of 1.5 spaces per dwelling
across the Borough in line with advice set out at paragraph 62 of
Planning Policy Guidance Note 3. This will be achieved by promoting
generally lower car parking provision in Parking Zones 1 & 2 which
are more accessible by alternatives to the car and are likely to
accommodate higher development densities than suburban areas.
Approximately 4,700 dwellings are expected to be built in the central
area of Poole up to 2016 (an area predominantly covered by parking
zones 1 & 2). Between 75-81% of these are expected to be 1 & 2

bedroom dwellings, where the average car parking provision will be
1.5 or less. The table below gives clear guidance to developers on
the average car parking provision to be provided for different dwelling
sizes in the 3 parking zones. Parking provision, on average, is
therefore expected to be lower than 1.5 spaces per dwelling in
parking zones 1 & 2 and higher in zone 3. It is expected that
residential development within the Borough over the Local Plan
period will result in an average provision of 1.5 spaces per dwelling
for Poole. [Source for dwelling mix and numbers: Central Area
Demographic Projections Model, Strategic Planning Services].

encouraged, especially where visitor parking can occur in a public
car park, thus sharing space with other land uses. Low car parking,
below 1 space per unit, on-site, may be permitted in PZ1 and PZ2
provided that appropriate mitigation is provided. This may include:

i

Exclusion of the development's residents from the local
Residents' Parking Scheme.

(i) Alterations to on-street parking arrangements
(i) Operation of a pool car or Car Club scheme
(iv) An active Residential Travel Plan

(v

Providing or funding residential car parking in a nearby public
car park

In parking zone 3, provision of slightly above 1.5 spaces per dwelling
is anticipated. This is partly a reflection higher proportion of family
dwellings that is anticipated (approximately 27% of dwellings are
assumed to be 3 bedroomed or more, based on the Council's 2002/
3 Housing Programme mix targets). It is also likely to be off-set by
generally lower than average provision in parking zones 1 & 2.

To date the Council has not monitored the level of parking provision
in new residential development. As part of its annual monitoring,
parking provision in new residential development will be recorded
from April 2004. If in the course of monitoring, the Borough is
achieving an average provision significantly above 1.5, the Council
will re-examine advice in this SPG in relation to residential parking.

Larger commercial and residential developments will benefit from a
Travel Plan, usually to be part of a legal agreement associated with
planning consent. Poole has Supplementary Planning Guidance on
Travel Plans, which gives detailed advice on the scale of development
which requires a Travel Plan and other circumstances where a Travel
Plan is likely to be required. Recent experience of residential
developments with low car parking provision has shown that all
developments of 50 dwellings or more should be required to produce
an active Residential Travel Plan, and in some circumstances, it will
be a requirement for smaller developments. (See Example 10 below)

4.18 Examples of how this guidance may be applied to individual

situations are listed as follows:
1. Variety of Provision in Residential Layouts

Four developers propose large family homes in PZ3. One is a mews
court arrangement, served by a private drive and 1.5 car spaces per
household, another proposes 4 car spaces per house, including 10%
of the total car parking spaces on the proposed new "conventional”
highway, the third development has 3.5 car spaces per dwelling,
with variable width carriageway access, the fourth has 2.5 car spaces
per dwelling, but 60% of these are in a shared area, not individually
allocated.

All four developments make good use of their respective sites and have
minimal adverse impact on adjacent residential areas. Thus, even
though two of the developments have car parking above the guideline
maxima, they are considered acceptable in parking zone 3.

2. Residential Parking Provision in the Town Centre

14 two bedroom flats are proposed in the town centre (PZ1) with only
10 car parking spaces. The development is acceptable in parking terms
because the development is fairly small scale, and within a controlled
parking zone. Also, 10 cycle and 4 P2W spaces are provided, plus a
contribution to public transport infrastructure. The same development,
in PZ3, would not be acceptable, as excess cars would be likely to park
on the highway. Now consider 14 two bedroom flats with 14 car
parking spaces in PZ1. This is within the guideline range for car parking
provision, but would not be acceptable without provision for cycle
parking and/or P2W unless an active Residential Travel Plan were
included. However, it is unlikely that developers would be prepared to
fund this for such a small development.

3. Low and No Car Residential Development

Generally, 'no-car' development will only be practical in PZ1. 'Low-
car'residential development ( 1 to 1.5 spaces per unit ) is encouraged
in PZ1 and PZ2, and may also be acceptable in local centres in PZ3.

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InPZ1, a developer successfully proposes 30 one/two bedroom flats
with secure cycle parking for 50 bikes and 3 car parking spaces for
proposed "car club" use. There is a public car park nearby if residents
wish to use it (and pay to park) but the Highway Authority excludes
the development from the Old Town Residents On-Street Parking
Scheme, because of the problems explained in 4.11.above.

4. No Car Housing with no Provision for Non-Car Modes

An application proposes 50 dwellings in PZ2 with no car parking.
The applicant quotes PPG13 to argue that the authority should not
impose more car parking than the developer wishes. The authority
refuses the application as it is outside the guidelines, no non-car
provision is offered, and it would be likely to cause parking problems
on the highway. However, a similar application supported by a
Residential Travel Plan incorporating a detailed, practical, Car Club
proposal would be supported.

5. Less Car Parking in Developments near Local Centres

Most of the Borough's 20 local centres (as identified in the Local
Plan, see Appendix D) are within Parking Zone 3. These centres
provide most day to day retailing and services for their localities. In
considering new development within Local Centres or easy walking
distance* of them, low car parking provision will be particularly
encouraged by the Council, where such levels will not result in an
unacceptable demand for on-street parking (see 4.2).

*Note: Easy walking distance is generally accepted to be 400m for
people without mobility difficulties.

For example, a developer proposes a block of three bedroom flats
with 1.5 car spaces per flat in Broadstone local centre (PZ3). The
authority objects as the development is likely to cause overspill
parking and hazards on the highway. The developer changes the
proposal to one/two bedroom flats with 1.3 spaces per flat. The
authority accepts the proposal, even though the car parking provision
is lower than the guideline threshold in Table 4.2.

6. Negotiated Payments for Parking

Negotiated contributions involving parking will be based on the
Commuted Parking Payments Policy agreed by Poole's Planning and
Transportation Committee on 28th May 1998. A proposed 100 bed
hotel wishes to provide 100 car parking spaces, which is acceptable,
but cannot fit in the required 2 coach spaces. The authority
negotiates a contribution to provide the coach spaces at the Stadium
Coach Park. (2 x £16,000 = £32,000)

A developer is converting a listed building to mixed office and
residential use residential use. The developer and authority both
agree that 8 car parking spaces are needed but only 5 can be
provided on site without harming the setting of the listed building,
the authority agrees to take 3 x (0.75 x £8000) = £18,000 to provide
the car parking spaces nearby. Note that the 1998 Policy allows for
these amounts to be increased by inflation.

7. Offices

The maxima for car parking introduced by PPG13 are a radical
reduction compared to the car parking provision that most office
developers were seeking. In Poole Town Centre (PZ1 and PZ2) high
density mixed development is proposed in the Local Plan, and office
uses are an essential part of that mix. Considerably flexibility is offered
to office developers, as shown by the following example:

-
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A 3,000m? office building is proposed in the PZ1 part of Poole Town
Centre. The highway authority offers four alternative methods of
providing car parking:

(i) provide 36 car spaces on site, the maximum exclusive use
spaces allowed

(i) provide 36 exclusive and 64 public car parking spaces on site
(i.e., 100 spaces, the PPG13 maxima)

(i) combine the development with an adjacent site and share as
many car spaces as is practical between the two uses.

(iv) Provide 36 exclusive spaces on site and an extension of 64
spaces at one of the designated public parking areas around
the regeneration area. These office workers would park and
walk to work.

Additional choices will be offered to existing local office employers
who wish to expand on their existing site. For example, if the
employer is considering relocating from PZ1 to PZ3 to secure sufficient
car parking spaces this may result in more employees driving to work.
In these circumstances, additional exclusive car parking may be
permitted on the existing site in PZ1, especially if the number of
spaces can be reduced over time with a Travel Plan (see 8 below).
However, permanent car parking provision in excess of the national
PPG13 maxima will not be permitted.

8. Travel Plans/Car Parking above maxima

Separate Supplementary Planning Guidance is being prepared for Travel
Plans. The following example shows how a travel plan might form
part of an agreement to reduce car parking provision on a site:

A developer has planning permission for 15,000m? of BT industry in
PZ3, with 495 car spaces, the maximum permitted. However, to secure
his first occupier, he proposed to phase construction of the units, and
provides an additional temporary 100 spaces on the site of one unit.
Fouryear temporary permission is granted for the extra spaces subject
to asite Travel Plan which has targets for reducing the car traffic attracted
to the site and financial penalties for non-compliance.

9. Developments Below PPG13 thresholds

A developer seeks a small 50m? extension to a 5000m? industrial B2
building. The authority uses Table 4.3 to assess how many additional
car parking spaces will be required and Table 4.2 to assess how
many additional spaces for other modes will be required.

Another developer seeks permission for a 2499m? B1 office
development, in PZ3, and argues that 92 car spaces can be provided,
based on Table 4.3. However, a 2500m? development would be
subject to the national PPG13 limit of 83 car parking spaces, and
the authority would resist the development, on the grounds of over
provision of car parking. It might be acceptable with an appropriate
Travel Plan.

10. Residential Travel Plans

A developer proposes 30 two bedroom flats with 30 cycle spaces
and 10 car parking spaces in PZ1, in an area covered by a residents'
parking scheme. The developer

argues that the development
is below the 50 dwelling
threshold requiring a Travel
Plan, and the provision of
cycle spaces is sufficient
mitigation. The authority
refuses the application, as
it would cause excessive
car parking demand on
the adjacent highways,
and argues that an active
Residential Travel Plan is
required to minimise the
highway risks
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11. Exceptions

Where the transport operational needs of an occupier are unique /
exceptional, but clearly in the public interest, the parking
requirements will be assessed as sui generis, even though the type
of building proposed is conventional. Examples include developments
for the emergency services, including such organisations as RNLI.

Car Parking and Access onto Primary and

Distributor Roads

Car Parking and Access onto Primary and Distributor Routes

This section provides further interpretation of paragraph 7.72a in
the Poole Local Plan First Alteration, which states that further access
points to Primary and Distributor routes will be resisted, but may be
acceptable in some circumstances (see 5.3 below). On these routes
high priority is generally given to vehicle movements and parking
and access points are strictly restricted in the interests of highway
safety. On primary, county distributor, district distributor and local
distributor routes, as defined in the Local Plan, access, parking and
turning movements will generally be severely restricted. Major
developments which generate traffic levels of more than 2000 vehicle
movements per day will, exceptionally, be permitted a new junction,
usually signal controlled for safety.

However, there are many lengths of primary and distributor routes
which are all-purpose roads, with almost continuous frontage access,
e.g. the A35 primary route through Parkstone. It could be argued
that, on a road where there are many residential accesses, one more,
is unlikely to cause a significant reduction in safety. In some cases it
will possible to replace on-street parking by off street parking which
may improve safety.

On lengths of such routes where there are already numerous
accesses (more than 5 per 100m on one side) additional vehicular
accesses may be permitted where:-

(i) a safety audit finds no significant increase in accident risk

(i) there is no practical alternative access, acceptable to the
Highway Authority.

(i) Adequate on-site turning facilities are provided.
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Appendix A

EXTRACT FROM STRUCTURE PLAN

Parking

8.24

The provision of car parking is a critical element in the delivery of a more
sustainable approach to transportation. Promotion of alternatives to the
car will have little effect without parallel measures to manage and control
motor traffic. The availability of car parking has a major influence on modal
choice to the extent that its availability can be more significant than the
level of public transport provision in determining the mode of travel, even
for locations that are well served by public transport.

8.25

Car parking strategies should be tailored to suit local conditions but will
support the integrated transport strategy and the locational policies of
development plans, discourage car-based commuting and encourage the
use of alternative modes of travel into central urban areas, and reinforce
the attractiveness and competitiveness of town centres.

8.26

The promotion of park and ride schemes should discourage car-based
commuting into central urban areas, particularly where this is combined
with restrictions on long stay commuter parking in town centres. The
control and pricing of parking will also play a significant part, and wherever
the opportunity arises, the management of private non-residential parking
areas will be brought within the scope of the overall management strategy.
Provision of cycle parking should also be increased, particularly within town
centre locations, at park and ride sites and close to major developments.

8.27

The parking strategy for an area will be dependent on the existing mix of
shopping and employment and the level of development proposed. The
strategy will also take account of the needs of the disabled, residents and
tourists, and will include a range of measures to influence the pattern of
parking; these will include the use of parking information systems, which
also cater for tourists during the main holiday season, when demand for
parking increases substantially. There will be a need to ensure that restraint

in parking provision is supported by adequate enforcement measures and
an appropriate pricing regime for public off-street car parks.

8.28

Overnight parking facilities are often required to meet the needs of long
distance commercial traffic. In the absence of such facilities, indiscriminate
parking may occur in unsuitable locations. To reduce the undesirable effects
of heavy goods vehicles on local communities, overnight lorry parks should
be provided at appropriate sites adjacent to the strategic highway network.

AN EFFECTIVE CAR PARKING STRATEGY WILL BE DEVELOPED TO
SUPPORT THE INTEGRATED STRATEGY FOR MOVEMENT AND THE

8.29

The local highways authorities will provide strategic guidance on car parking
and cycle parking standards for new development. Car parking standards
will be expressed in terms of maximum and minimum operational provision
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for different classes of development, and will be kept under review. The
car parking provision associated with new development should initially be
limited to the minimum necessary to enable the development to function
operationally. Reduced requirements for parking in locations which have
good access to other means of travel than the private car will be adopted.
If the promoter of a proposed development seeks car parking provision
above the operational requirement for that development, the promoter
will have to justify the higher level of provision. There will be a need to
ensure that the car parking provision will not adversely affect road safety.

8.30

The promoter of a development will be required to demonstrate that the
green transport plan put forward to support the proposal will maximise
the modal split in favour of alternatives to the private car. This will include
details not only of any new infrastructure proposed as part of the
development proposal, but also of measures which encourage and support
alternative means of access other than the private car.

TRANSPORTATION POLICY G

MAXIMUM AND OPERATIONAL MINIMUM PARKING REQUIREMENTS
FOR DEVELOPMENT WILL BE ESTABLISHED AT A STRATEGIC LEVEL AND
WILL BE APPLIED THROUGH LOCAL PLANS. PARKING REQUIREMENTS
ASSOCIATED WITH NEW DEVELOPMENT WILL REFLECT THE LEVEL OF
ACCESSIBILITY BY ALL MEANS OF TRANSPORT. WHEN SEEKING TO LIMIT

8.31

It is important that parking control aimed at reducing motorised traffic
does not have a detrimental effect on the economic and commercial
viability of town centres. The level of parking provided for each town will
need to be considered within the context of the overall transport strategy
for the area, and that of adjoining authorities. The strategies which emerge
from these plans will ensure that the vitality and viability of each town

centre is not compromised through competitive policies in neighbouring
authorities.

PARKING STANDARDS AND STRATEGIES WILL AVOID PREJUDICING THE

'Breaking the Log Jam" for managing travel demand through pricing

to support the Local Transport Plan objectives. The Councils are also
mindful of the Government's aims to revitalise cities by concentrating
development in existing urban areas and to protect and preserve
Greenfield sites. Itis essential that the conurbation remains attractive
to developers, businesses and tourists.

Itis acknowledged that charging regimes for both off and on-street
parking can be used to influence behaviour, choice and consequently
demand. Charging therefore is a potential means of managing traffic
congestion.

Whilst recognising the principles of charges it is the Council's priority
to attract developers and businesses and to work in partnership
with them to reduce travel demand. The Councils will study the
outcomes from the Workplace Parking Levy and Road User Charging
pilots and trials and their impacts on the test sites but will not include
the introduction of either the levy or charge in the life of this five-
year Plan.

5.10.10 The economic well being of the area is heavily dependent upon the

5.10.11

"Visitor", e.g. tourism, shopping. The inevitable conflict between the
need of the commuter and the long stay visitor remains a significant
influence on introduction of prohibitive measures until suitable,
acceptable alternative options are available to the traveller.

Parking Restraint Areas

Parking Restraint Areas have been defined in which the needs of
shoppers and visitors will have priority over the needs of commuters.
There is a clear link with land-use policies such as the restriction of
employee parking in new development and the introduction of new
Parking Restraint Areas; this is covered under Section 5.10.

5.10.12 In and adjacent to Parking Restraint Areas controls will be introduced

for on-street parking. The following measures will be introduced
where appropriate:

a) Preferential residents parking schemes

b) Pricing of on-street spaces

¢) Parking bans to provide for public transport, cycle or disabled
facilities

d) Time limits to discourage all day parking

Pricing Strategy

5.10.13 Parking charges can be an emotive subject with local residents and

commuters as well as being commercially very important for town
centre retail outlets, leisure and tourism. In the conurbation the town
centre areas have mixed use development with residential,
commercial, leisure and tourism uses all competing for the same
parking provision. Therefore the management of a pricing structure
to discourage long-stay commuter journeys has to be sensitively
balanced with the other important uses.

-

5.10.14 The three main centres of Bournemouth, Poole and Christchurch

differ in size and the types of parking demand, so inevitably there
will be differences in the style and progress of the parking strategies
in each area. Nevertheless the following elements of pricing control
will be used to promote the objectives of the LTP with regard to the
increased usage of sustainable transport modes:

- Prices in local authority controlled car parks will be adjusted to
encourage use of the highway network during the times when
there is sample spare capacity and to discourage use at peak
periods.

- In Parking Restraint Areas, the price of long-stay car parking
will be gradually increased in real terms and the number of
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long-stay spaces will be reduced by converting them to short-
stay.

- Revised pricing structures will be undertaken concurrently with
improved public transport provision.

- The cost of Car Park Season tickets will be increased above the
inflation/cost of living increase and the numbers of tickets issues
will be limited.

Decriminalisation of Parking Enforcement

5.10.15 Parking controls and their enforcement are considered to play a major
role in managing road space and achieving national integrated
transport strategies. There are many concerns over the current
limitations in enforcement and its consequent adverse effects on
traffic management. Discussions are in-hand between all the
authorities and the police in respect of decriminalisation of parking
and the possibility of the Highway Authorities taking over control of
parking enforcement if the Traffic Warden service is withdrawn in
the future.

5.10.16 Officers have met with the Police. The policy of the Chief Constable
isoutlined as " ..... to encourage the Local Authorities to consider
Decriminalisation in line with Government policy." The Police Group
will consider, inter alia, implications of losing the Traffic Wardens as
a resource, and other options/opportunities for provision of a
decriminalised service.

5.10.17 The dates targeted for implementation of Decriminalisation are as
follows:
Bournemouth April 2001
Poole April 2002
Christchurch April 2002

5.10.18 The Joint Member Transport Policy Group will consider whether some
activities offer cost savings through joint working, e.g. towing,
storage, clamping, etc. and officers of the three authorities are to
investigate the potential for this further.

Revenue Implications

5.10.19 Introduction of Decriminalised Parking Enforcement is
estimated to generate setting-up costs of £205,000 over the
current year with an additional Project Officer costing
approximately £25,000 this year. The additional revenue costs
of the service is estimated at £65,000 per annum until
additional revenue is generated from introduction of on-street
charging systems during the plan period.

NOTE: Since the Local Transport Plan was published,
Decriminalised Parking has been introduced across the
conurbation, with implementation in Poole in April 2002.
