This Adoption Statement has been prepared in accordance with Regulation 24(2) and
Regulation 36 of the Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England)
Regulations 2004 and the Town and Country Planning (Local Development) (England)
(Amendment) Regulations 2008 and gives notice that Borough of Poole Council resolved
to formally adopt its Core Strategy on the |9th February 2009.

The Core Strategy forms part of the Poole Local Development Framework (LDF) and will
replace, in part, Poole Local Plan First Alteration (as amended by the Secretary of State’s
Direction of 20th September 2007). The Core Strategy is the principal document of the
LDF and has the key role of setting the vision, spatial strategy and core policies for
development in the Borough for the period to 2026. The Core Strategy is the first
Development Plan Document (DPD) to be adopted by the Council and all subsequent
documents in the LDF must be consistent with it.

David Fenton, an Independent Inspector appointed by the Secretary of State for
Communities and Local Government, considered the Core Strategy at an Examination in
Public held between 4th November and |4th November 2008. The Inspector’s Report,
with its recommendations, was published on 28th January 2009. The adopted Core
Strategy contains the Inspector’s recommendations that are binding on the Council.
Any person aggrieved by the Core Strategy DPD may make an application to the High
Court under Section |13 of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act (2004). Any
challenge must be made on the grounds that either the document has not been prepared
within the powers conferred by Part 2 of the Planning and Compulsory Purchase Act 2004
or that a requirement of the Act or associated Regulations has not been complied with.
Any such application must be made promptly and in any event no later than 6 weeks after
the date of this notice (i.e. by Ist May 2009).
The adopted Core Strategy DPD, Inspector’s Report, this Adoption Statement, the
Sustainability Appraisal Report and the Sustainability Appraisal Post-adoption Statement
